On the first day of the congress, presentations and panel discussions will give an overview
of ongoing EU policy initiatives related to food and farming; highlighting the impulse organic
farming can deliver for the sustainable and innovative development of rural areas; and will
discuss what policy frameworks are needed to best support the development of food chains

that are socially and ecologically sustainable.

The second day will give participants the chance to discuss in depth with experts from
scientific, political and practical backgrounds, the inter-linkage of organic market
development and rural development in new member states; the future CAP and the use of
organic farming as a policy instrument to meet sustainability challenges; as well as consistent
EU and national policy frameworks that are needed to optimise the further development of
an innovative organic sector that delivers the best food-quality and sustainable food security
solutions for the future. The workshop findings will be further debated in a plenary policy
debate on the future of agriculture, with comments from policy makers, stakeholders and

leading scientists.
